And whereas, the State Minimum Wages Advisory Board in its 53rd Meeting 
have advised to adopt a system of revision of the special allowance called 
Variable Dearness Allowances @ Rs. 2.60 paise per point rise in All India 

Consumer Price Index Number for Industrial Workers (base 2016-100) as may 
be notified by the Labour Commissioner, Odisha at half yearly interval i.e. on 

1 April and 1 October, from the date of notification of the revised wages. 
And whereas, the Variable Dearness Allowance for the half year commencing 
w.e.f. 1 October, 2024 is reguired to be effected on the basis of the increase in 
average Consumer Price Index Number for Industrial workers reaching 139.6 
from 138.8 as on 30.06.2024 and thereby resulting in an increase of 0.8 

points.

Now therefore, I Sri Vijay Amruta Kulange, I.A.S., Labour Commissioner, 
Odisha in exercise of the powers delegated in the aforesaid Notification do 
hereby notify that the Variable Dearness Allowance (VDA) @ Rs. 2/- per day 
(after rounding off) shall be payable to the unskilled, semi-skilled, skilled and 
highly skilled categories of employees in all 91 scheduled employments (list 
enclosed in the Schedule) w.e.f. 1" October, 2024 in addition to the minimum 

rate of wages notified vide the aforesaid Notification of Government in Labour & 
ESI Department, Odisha. Accordingly, the present rate of minimum wages 

including VDA per day w.e.f. 1* October, 2024 shall be as under:
